En sureporte semanal, el Departamento de Agricultura de los Estados Unidos
(USDA) informé que la cosecha de maiz avanzé al 65% del &rea apta, contra el 47%
reportado la semana pasada; el 81% de 2010 y el 51% promedio de los Ultimas
cuatro cosechas.

Por lo que se refiere al estado de los cultivos, el USDA reporta que el 54% se
encuentra en estado bueno/excelente, ligeramente un punto porcentual arriba de la
semana pasada.

En lo que concierne a la cosecha de soya, el reporte refiere un avance de 89% del

area apta, cifra muy superior respecto del 69% de la semana pasada; por debajo del
91% de 2010, y superior al 71% promedio.

El reporte también sefiala que el 95% de las plantas esta perdiendo hojas, contra el
90% del reporte anterior, el 98% de 2010, y el 96% promedio de los ultimos afos.

TRIGO

En lo que corresponde a trigo, los datos del USDA, indican que la nueva siembra de
variedades de invierno avanzo al 82% del area prevista, 9 puntos superior al 73% de
la semana anterior; 5 respecto del 87% de 2010, y 2 puntos inferior respecto del
84% promedio.



Por otra parte también se observa que el 56% de las plantas entré en la etapa de
emergencia, de cara al 44% reportado la semana pasada; la cifra es inferior en 7
puntos porcentuales al 63% del afio pasado, y al 63% promedio.
